In last Newsletter (No. 121-June 2019) we reported
that, in accordance with Article II of the Regulations,

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II del Reglamento, en los próximos meses se debe
realizar una elección de los tres Vicepresidentes
del Comité Ejecutivo del IASI, para el período de
dos años que se inicia el 1 de febrero de 2020.  En
esa oportunidad señalamos que el Dr. Alphonse L.

Estadística es la revista científica del Instituto
Interamericano de Estadística (IASI). Tiene como
propósito la publicación de contribuciones en temas
estadísticos teóricos y aplicados, dando énfasis a
las aplicaciones originales y a la solución de
problemas de interés amplio para los estadísticos y
científicos.

an election of the three Vice Presidents of the
Executive Committee of IASI should be held in the
coming months, for the two-year period beginning
February 1, 2020  On that occasion we note that Dr.
Alphonse L. MacDonald (Suriname), then First Vice
President and President Elect of IASI, would assume
the Presidency on February 1, 2020.

On July 1, 2019 the Permanent Office informed the
regular members and the representatives of the IASI
Affiliate members that Dr. Alphonse L. MacDonald
had submitted an indeclinable resignation to his position
in the Executive Committee, that such resignation had
been accepted and that, consequently, Marcia Melo
Quintslr (Brazil) became First Vice President and
President Elect.

In view of the changes recorded, the Presidency will
be exercised, in the two-year period beginning on
February 1, 2020, by Marcia Melo Quintslr, so that in
the elections in process no candidates from Brazil will
participate, taking into account that Article II.5 of the
Bylaws states that members of the Executive
Committee must have different nationalities.

The Permanent Office will soon distribute the relevant
materials and information, requesting the votes of the
representatives of Affiliated members and of the
regular members with their dues up-to-date.

Journal "Estadística"

Estadística is the scientific journal of the Inter-
American  Statistical  Institute  (IASI).   It  aims  at
publishing contributions about  themes in theoretical
and applied statistics, giving emphasis to original
applications and the solution of problems of broad
interest to statisticians and scientists.

Applications papers should include a careful analysis
of  the  problem  at  hand, have a clear presentation in
order to contribute to the dissemination of methodology
and  good  statistical  practice,  and  contain adequate
interpretation  of the outcomes.   Applications  papers
may  also  aim  to  contribute  to a  better understanding
of the scope and limitations of the methods  considered.
Applications papers may  tackle  problems in  any  area
of interest including public statistics, health, education,
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industry, finance, etc.

Theoretical  contributions  without  a  corresponding
application will be published if they represent a
significant advance in the knowledge of the discipline
at the international level and contain  a clear  indication
of how the methods developed may be useful for
relevant applications.

This   publication   is   registered   by   the  following
repertories: the Current Index to Statistics (CIS)  of
the  American  Statistical  Association (ASA) and
the Institute of Mathematical Statistics (IMS),
Zentalblatt-Math, and the "Sistema Regional de Infor-
mación en línea para Revistas Científicas de América
Latina, el Caribe, España y Portugal (LATINDEX)".

The editorial board of Estadística is of international
scope, and is composed of outstanding statisticians.

If you wish to submit a paper, please send two copies
by e-mail to the Editor in Chief, one of them
anonymous.  Editorial process is double-blind, so the
name and  the address of  the author to  whom further
correspondence is to be sent must appear only on
one of the copies.

Papers will be accepted in Word, in LaTeX, or in
Scientific WorkPlace.

We  kindly  request  that  the authors consult with the
Editor in Chief the specific regulations regarding the
presentation of originals.

Participación del Director del INDEC en el 62°
Congreso Mundial del Estadística del ISI.  El
Economista Jorge Todesca, Director del Instituto
Nacional de Estadística y Censos (INDEC), miembro
Afiliado al IASI, fue invitado por el Comité Ejecutivo
del Instituto Internacional de Estadística (ISI) para
que participara en un panel programado para el
Congreso Mundial realizado en Kuala Lumpur,
Malasia, del 18 al 23 de agosto de 2019.

"Si bien el INDEC aún presenta déficits normativos,
se encuentra vigente una protección sostenida por la
voluntad política de la actual administración
gubernamental, que garantiza la provisión eficiente
del servicio estadístico oficial argentino", destacó el

Argentina

Participation of the Director of INDEC at the 62nd
World Statistical Congress of the ISI.  Economist
Jorge Todesca, Director of the National Institute of
Statistics and Census (INDEC), an IASI Affiliate
member, was invited by the Executive Committee of
the International Statistical Institute (ISI) to participate
in a panel scheduled for the Congress conducted in
Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, from 18 to 23 August 2019.

"While INDEC still has regulatory deficits, there is a
sustained protection in place by the political will of
the current government administration, which ensures
the efficient provision of the official Argentine
statistical service," highlighted the Director of INDEC

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on the panel moderated by Mariana Kotzeva,
Director-General of the European Bureau of Statistics
(EUROSTAT), and in which also participated the
authorities of the UK National Bureau of Statistics,
the Office for Labour Statistics of the United States
and the Albanian Institute of Statistics.

In addition, Todesca reviewed the Institute’s trajectory,
described the current governance scheme, and
emphasized the need for a legal instrument to prevent
external interference such as that which caused an
institutional crisis between 2007 and 2015. "Persevering
in the promotion of actions that strengthen, guarantee
and increase the technical, operational and
administrative independence of the Institute is a
virtuous objective so that it can carry out its work in a
more effective and efficient way and in full consistent
with the existing codes of international good practice
on statistical matters," he added.

The Magister Marcia María Melo Quintslr, President-
Elect of IASI, will give a course on "Themes and
Governance for Statistical Agendas: International
Indications and Recommendations".

Among the activities to be carried out is the Fifth
Meeting of Statistical Education "Martha Aliaga",
which aims to train in statistics teachers of the initial,

Demographic expert in health and pensions
delivers a conference to INE officials.  On August
21, the professor of the Department of Commercial
Engineering of the Universidad Técnica Federico
Santa María, Rubén Castro, gave the conference
"Synthetic Panel, Stochastic Mortality and
Projection of Social Spending", at the headquarters
of the National Institute of Statistics (INE), in
Santiago.

The activity, also addressed to the Regional
Directorates of the INE by videoconference, took
place within the framework of the cycle of knowledge
dissemination conferences carried out by the service
for its officials, being the third such presentation
organized by the institution's Technical Sub-Direction.

Castro, an academic researcher and technical
assistant on social methodologies for public policies,
detailed that the three methodological topics discussed
at the conference are very close to the INE, adding
that the goal is for participants to have a broader view
of the methodological approach used in social public
policies.

The lecturer, a doctor on demography from the
University of Pennsylvania, added that these topics
have to do with estimates of income, poverty, mortality
and pension spending. In addition, among other topics,
he gave a background to how a middle-class
definition, methods for population projections, and use
of administrative data can be reached. As for the
projection of social spending, Castro referred to the
methodological challenges in health, unemployment
and pensions.

Regarding the conference, the expert stated that "I
find it perfect. As the conferences continue, they will
become more and more powerful. I think it's a great
idea."

On this cycle of knowledge dissemination conferen-
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ces held by the INE, one of the objectives is to take
advantage of the new knowledge being developed at
the INE Academy and also in other public services,
and eventually to disseminate the topics on which it
is innovating the National Institute of Statistics.
